P.: No, it can’t be the maid because she was devoted to her master and has worked for him for 3 years.

P.: The gardener because his pants are torn and there is a cut on his arm. The maid said the lights were on in his cottage.

P.: No, it can’t be the gardener because he went to sleep at 8 o’clock.
T.: The gardener is guilty.
